The Educational visits that Class 2 and 3 went on before half term  

provided a good stimulus for teachers to deepen the children’s  

understanding and expand their learning through further work in school. 

Rev Poole, the new minister in place at Summerbridge Methodist Church 

came into school to hold a Remembrance Day Assembly.  It was nice to 

welcome a new member of the community into our school and he is  

looking forward to visiting us again nearer to Christmas. 

Over the next two weeks the children will be practising the school play so 

the normal curriculum and timetable will be reorganised to allow for this.   

All pupils will be learning about the Nativity story in their classes and 

will sing traditional Christmas Carols to tell the story in our special  

assembly on Friday 11th December, with Year Two narrating the story 

and Class One playing the parts. 

All the class assemblies were very well attended this term. The teachers 

worked hard to ensure that the assemblies reflected the wide range of  

curriculum subjects that are covered in school and how links are made 

between different areas of the curriculum.  The children were excited to 

share their learning and spoke confidently in front of an audience. 

Miss Shepherd, the student teacher in Class 2, will be moving to her next 

placement after the holiday. We thank Miss Shepherd for her excellent 

work with Class 2 this term. She will return to our school late in the 

Spring term and she will have her final teaching placement in Class 1.
