Curriculum Visits 

 

Railway Museum, York 

 

On Thursday 25th February we have planned a whole school 

visit to the Railway Museum in York. 

We have decided not to send a separate letter out to you about 

this trip as it reasonably straight forward. 

The coach will leave at 9.00am and we aim to return back to 

school by normal school finishing time.  All children will be  

expected to wear their school uniform and they will need a 

morning snack and packed lunch.  The children from Reception 

to Year 2 will be automatically provided with a free school 

packed lunch.  You may want to add extra items such as the  

forbidden crisps and biscuits, as it is a special day out!!! 

As the museum shop is reasonably child friendly we are  

allowing the children to take a bit of pocket money to spend.  

We recommend, if children do bring money, that it is no more 

than Ã5.00  This is purely optional and up to you as parents to 

decide. 

Reception to Year 2 children will be having a workshop on 

ôStephensonôs Rocketô .  Years 3 - 6 will be involved in a  

workshop on ôBuilding Bridgesô.  Both groups of children will 

visit all areas of the museum when they are not involved in the 

workshops.  

The children are learning about different aspects of modes of 

transport and how travelling became more accessible and  

popular over time. 

 

 

Young Voices, Manchester Arena 

 

On Tuesday 1st March most of our children are going to  

Manchester Arena for a very long day to be involved in the 

óYoung Voicesô singing event.  A very detailed letter was sent 

out explaining the careful arrangements we have had to put in 

place to keep everyone safe on this special day.  We sent out a 

list of all the songs and words for the children to practise at 

home as there are seven songs to learn. Children who are not 

involved will be in school as normal on this day.  

We have had some excellent feedback from all the other schools 

that have attended other dates for this event.  The children have 

come back elated at the experience of singing with thousands of 

other children at such an amazing venue. 

   

Further New Developments 

 

Last month we mentioned the new social circle area that was 

installed and how much it was being used and enjoyed by the 

children. 

This month we can officially announce that our school was 

successful in gaining a Ã10,000 Awards for All grant to install 

a range of 5 fitness machines.  Mrs Williams worked really 

hard to put forward our bid and was delighted to hear that her 

work wasnôt in vain.  The idea of the fitness machines came 

from one of  the British Council visits to a school in Istanbul, 

where we saw the machines in a school playground.  We have 

chosen machines that are suitable for the primary age range 

(up to 11 years old) and they are not to be used by adults 

(sadly the staff will have to go to the gym!)  There are two 

cross trainers, a cycling machine, a double skiing machine and 

a double sideways swinging piece of equipment.  The cost  

included all the machines, the installation and the rubber  

surface around them.  The School Council have looked at the 

health & safety measures that need to be in place, along with a 

member of staff.  The rules for staying safe will be posted next 

to the equipment.  Please see the photos on the front of the  

newsletter of some of our children trying out the new  

equipment.  Their expressions say it all!!!
