Tour de Yorkshire 29th April - 1st May 2016 and early closure 

of our school. 
 

Following the success of the Grand Depart of the Tour de 

France in Yorkshire the route of the second Tour de Yorkshire 

has been announced.  

Unfortunately for our school the route will affect the closure 

of roads near to us. We have been advised by the Local Au-

thority to give you advanced warning that we will be having 

an early closure. School will be closed at 11.45am on Friday 

29th April. The children will be provided with an earlier lunch 

prior to the closure and we would appreciate prompt picking 

up arrangements in place for your child. We will remind you 

all nearer the time but thought that this information would be 

useful to you well in advance of the day. 

There is predicted to be major disruption of the roads near to 

the route as many spectators will be parking early so they can 

view the race. There are also closures of the major roads from 

Knaresborough to Pateley Bridge and beyond. Greenhow Hill 

be closed for 5 hours from the information provided by the  

local authority so this is an indication of the chaos that may 

happen. Greenhow Hill is to be the ‘King of the Mountain’ 

section of the race. We hope some of you manage to see the 

race with your children but it is not quite near enough for us to  

get the children to the necessary viewpoints.
