The Curriculum  

The children in all three classes have settled into the new academic 
year well and have been very interested in the topics that are being 

covered.   

Class 1 have been learning óAll about ME and my familyô and will 

be exploring the local area of Summerbridge and the different     

features in their local area.  They will be looking at the natural    

geographical features around them as well as looking at buildings 

and finding out about their uses. 

Class 2 have been learning about the Great Fire of London and this 

half term will be learning about the geography of the British Isles. 

Class 3 have been learning about World War II and have a very 

busy day planned for Tuesday 15th November when they will be 

visiting Eden Camp to further develop their knowledge.  The coach 

will be leaving at 9.15am and returning at 4.00pm.  The children 

will be wearing school uniform for this trip and will need a warm 

waterproof coat, a packed lunch and an extra drink and snack.    
 

Writing continues to be a focus for children in all three classes and 

the range of opportunities and experiences offered to the children 

across the curriculum provides a great stimulus for improving  

writing skills and encouraging children to write for a range of  

purposes. 

The Year 2 &Year 6 pupils will be assessed in Reading, Writing, 

Maths and Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling with the content of 

the assessments linked to the curriculum.  These assessments will 

take place in May 2017. 

Letter from Mr Nick Coates 

As we begin the new half term I would like to extend my thanks to you for 

your continued support of our school.  I would also like to thank you again 

for the very warm welcome you have given me; I feel truly at home and that 

is down to you as parents as well as the staff and governors, not to mention 

the wonderful children, who have made me feel so welcome.  The first half 

term at school has given me an insight into how our school operates - what 

works well and what can be improved further.  This half term promises to 

be equally busy especially in the run up to Christmas and there will be some 

additional changes to contend with.

Also at the end of the day as the 

nights are now getting darker please ensure that you meet your children in 

the school grounds at 3.30pm instead of waiting on the main road or down 

Foundry Lane, thank you. 

School is also hoping to work alongside Darley Community Primary 

School and other local schools to help develop our skills in the key areas of 

reading, writing and maths so it is essential that any support you can offer at 

home is regular and consistent.  If you can help us help your child become 

better by supporting what they do at school with what they do at home, then 

that would make such a difference.   

We will be taking part in collaborative work in writing, maths and reading 

across the schools so that we can learn from one another and raise standards 

and share ideas, all of which I am sure you will agree, are key to our      

continued success.   

So, as you can see, we do have plans afoot and the staff and I are excited by 

the prospect of implementing them. I do hope that you had a restful half 

term break and are ready for all that this half term will bring!
